Porter: The porter's menu will have a peturs all of the different firearma
you may ke asing on safan, This menu will not enly show you what your
firearms look like but will alse be able to show you the firearm's accuracy
distanee, and damage compared to othar firearms as wall as tell you which
firearms are best suited for the different animals on safar,

Guide: The guida's menu s whare you will select the hupta that you would
like to go on and get information about the countries in which you are
hurting, First, you will sea the Hunt schedule—a list of araaz that you can
choose to hunt from along with the animal that you will be hunting, Thess

A16 - This large and heavy gun is strictly used for big game that will hunt
back and will knock down deadly game with a less than perfect shotl,

5085 « This high calber. big game rifle iz used for heavy game and should not
be used for anything smaller than a rhing or the integrity of your kil wall be at
stake.

600 - You must be very careful bacause this Is the biggest, most pawerful
gun available on the safari and should be resarved strictly for the largest land
mammals, ranging from 4-8 tona such as the elephant,




SHOTGUNS

12 GA - The | 2 gauge 18 by far the most common shotgun for hunting birds—
moat often used for waterfowd, With recoil greater than that of the 410 and a
shot thal s twice as powerful, this shotgun would be idaeal for shooling larger
birds from further ranges.

410 ©FU - The 410 is seen as the beginners’ snotgun becauss it has fittle
recall, s lightwaight, and is aasy to handle. Tharefore. the 410 must be used
al closs range and will not be effective against anything further than 30 yards
awiy fram the shooler,

HANDGUNS

500 Magnum - The 500 is the biggest handgun in the world. This gun has
axtramaly powarful recoll and should anly be used if you are attacked by some
of the higgest African game on your safari. The 500 has baen known to take
down an elephant with a parfect shol and should net be usad on smaller game
az your intagrity will surely be alfected,

454 Magnum - Slightly more powerful than the 44 magnum, the 454 has
a bit more power and recoil and 18 suggested for defenss against the big cals
of the safari, However, you must shil be incredibly accurate in close-range,
dangerous situations as the 454 may not take down an arimal in are shol
tafora the animal takes you down,

A4 Magnum - Parfect for short range shooting of animals the see of medum
1o amall antelope, the 44 magnum iz one of the most popular big game
handguns m North America, Be cautioned however, thal the 44 has poor
accuracy over distance and low fire-power. It should only be used for self
defange al clesa range,

Although the
impala can manly be found in herds on the savannah they must drink water
thraughout the day to survive

Lechwe « The rarest of the anlelope family, lechwea can ba feund naar marsh
or swamp areas where they are well adapted lo swimming and running al fasl
gpoads through the wiler to escaps predatars. Tha hind legs are sat highar
than the front legs and are distinguished by their long, thin harrs and whils
underside

Springbok - Az the naticnal symbel for South Afrca, the name literally means
“springing buck’ because this is their idantifying trait when they feel thraatenead,
Springbok can be distinguished from the rest of the antelope by their white
faces and their stethoscope shaped homs

Eland - Tha eland is the largest of the antelope and notable for the bghtly wisted
Frorms and massive neck and shoulders of the male eland Interestingly, the eland s
found i aarly Afrcan rock art and strongly assoclated with &frcan mythology.

Myala - There iz an extrama diffarenca batwaean the male and the famale The
nyala male is very shaggy looking with a very dark ceat while the coat of the
famale is much kghler and has stripes and spols,

Kudu - Tha kudu 1 known as the more beautful of the antalopa with its
loosely spirated horns and vertical stripes on the body, These markings make
kudu hard to spot when thay are standing slil

Wildebeest - The wiklsbaest s most often found traveling in herds and is axdramaly
imzariant 1o fhe environment as the herd's frampling of the grass stirmulates growth
The widebesst & krown farits shorter, curved horns and hairy 1ail

Bushbuck - Very sinvlar to tha nyala, the bushbuck very closely resembles &
daer. They get their name because they are typically found on forest edgas and
higing in shrubs and bushes near water sources,

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Gemsbuck - Thiz arnimal is digtinguished clearly by the lerg, straighl noros
and the prominert black and while colorng on the face. Gemsbuck have
adapted 1o the very dry climate regions of Afrca and can ge for long periods
of tima without water,

Reedbuck - Clozely resambling & deer, the reedbuck has the size and
coloring of a deer but has shorter, Veshaped horng on the top of their heads,
The reedbuck gets its name from it habilal and ean be found niding ameny
the grassas and reads of welland sreas

Water buck - The waterbuck despite s name, 15 nol likely to ba found near
watar, & good swimmar, it will retreat to water when in danger but you will most
likety find a waterbuck on the savannah ar grassland areas. The waterbuck is
aleo shaggiar ard has shorter legs than other members of the antelope family

Dulker - Difficull 1o hunt because thay are the smallest mambar of the
antelope family. the duiker is still an impartant member of (he African
ecosystem becausa many other animals prey on duiker. Duiker, known for
being aggressive and tarritoral, can be identified by their short pointed horns.

Hartebeest - As anather membar of the antelope family, the harlebeast

is dafined by their long, narrow face and tall statura. Found maostly in the
grassland areas of Africa the harebeast i also known as one of the fastest
running and toughest of the anlelope spacies,

Sable - Wi their very long noms and a shaggy mane around their necks,
the sakla is a very distinctive member of the antelope family. The sable
prefer lightly wooded areas 1o the grassy areas of Africa and are known as &
dangeraus fighter, even for lions, bacause of their sharg horns

Steenbuck - Unlke cther members of the antelope family, the steenbuck iz a
saltary creature, When being chased by a predator, tha small, reddish colored
steentiuck will hide vary still in the bushes hoping for danger to pass

Klipspringer - This tiny lilo antelope’s name Glerally means “rock jumper”
ard is distnguished by its very smal size and litle horns on the head, The
klipspringer will enly some up 1o mid-thigh but s a Tast runner who is scared
easily and is therefore difficult to hunt,



BIG GAME

Rhing - The rhino is ane of the more rare Afrcan animals best known for the
one harn on ke nose and 18 very large size, Motonously an exdremely agaressive
animal, the riing will charge pretty much anything that comes near i

Elephant - Perhaps the mast highly recognized animal in Africa, the elephant
is maost famous for de trunk, front tusks, and huge ears. Elephants typically
travel in herds of a dozen refated animals and weigh between S and 7 fons.

Baboon - A bhaboon can be recogrized by itz long, dog-fike nese, thick fur,
ard shorl tail, Baboons are social ereatures that live in groups and are known
for their loud vocals on the African savannah

Cape Buffalo - Aggressive, powerful, and fast the cape buffalz s one of the
mest dangarous animals on safar, With no krown predators except humans
aven injured cape buffalo are hard to take down as they ara known for stalking
ond than attacking

Zebra - Another one of the more recognizable African animals zebras are
known for their black and white slripes and black mane. Zebras wil graze
on grass for most of their day and are wall-knewn for being extremely noisy
animals,

Lion - Easily the mare recognizable of the African gafar apimals, ths “king
of the jungle” has & roar that can be heard up to five miles away! The males
are distinglished by their mares thal nol only make them loek bigger but alse
protact their throats from pradators,

Leopard - The leopard is wall known as a membear of the big cat famify,
farmous for its spols. Lecpards are very opporiunistic animals eating wider
varisty of animals than any other cat and will climo trees, perhaps dragging
their kil to stay safe from predators,

Cheetah - The fastest land mammal on earth, the cheetah can run up 1o 70
miles per hour! The cheetak i3 similar in looks to the leopard but is smalier
in size. has smaller spots, and has black "ear stripes” that ga from tha innar
cornar of the eye to the mouth
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BIRDS

Ostrich - Ostriches are the lorgest living birds in the world &nd are very
distinetly known for thair black and white coloring. Oslriches are a flightless
pird and instead run rather quickly on land to escape predators

Red Billed Teal - The red billed teal is o medium sized duck that prafers the
swarmps and rivars of southern Afnca. Notable for itg red bill and black cap on
the top of the head this bird is often confused with the yeilow billed duck.

Turtle Dove - The smaliest of all the hunted birds on safan, the turtle dove
neats and lives in open areas rather than in wetlands and can be found in
saulhern Afnca only in wintar when it migrates all the way from narthern Africa
and Southern Europe

Spur-winged goose - Found in the watlands of Africa, the spur-winged
goose 19 8 very distinel-looking bird with mostly black feathers and & standout
ped Bl This is ere of the largar hunted Bieds on safar you can find feeding on
grass for the majorly of the day.

Yellow Billed duck - Ofien confused with the red billed tzal the yellow billed
duck will not be hard to spot i you lock for it easy-to-spot bright yellow bill
Faund in large flocks, this bird tends to ke more open areas.

Egyptian goose - The Egyptan goose slands out with a gray or while colared
face and a “bandit-looking” patch of brown feathers around ha eyes. The
Eqyplian goose ia mostly found in Southern Africa in the wetlard and marsh
HArels,

Greater Flamingo - Unmistakablz for their pink coloring and thair bosksd
bill, the flaminge is one of the mest widely recognized birds in the world, The
flamingo spends most of its day standing in shallow water irding food, the
flamingo pels its pink coloring from the crustoceans that it eats.

Royal Albatross « The albatross 3 an ircradibly lorge seabird known for ita
impressiva wingspar. The albatross spands all of its tme at sea eating fish and
drirking salt waler, Thelr beaks act as a filter allowing the albatross to survive
or all that sall waler.
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Barred Cuckoo - The barrad cuckoo gets ts name fram the slrongly colored
plumage on the chest of this bird. The allover celor of the bird is gray colar
with alternating horzontal "stripes” of white and dark gray on the chest

White Pelican - The white palcan s a large seabird with moslly white
caloring on the body, black or gray wingips, and a very distinct yellow bill,
Thair bill is very large with a pouch undameath in the neck area where the
pelican sconps up large amounts of waier and then filters it out, catching small
fizh, frogs, or other water-dwellirg animals 1o sal,

Cardinal Woodpecker - The cardinal woodpacker, as most know, |2 maost
famous for pecking the wood of trees, Thay will do this to seek out bugs inside
